There Are Many Ways to
Support KHG Financially

This is the second in a series of articles on Planned
Charitable Giving. In the first article in the May
newsletter, The Kelly Heinz-Grundner Brain Tumor
Foundation (KHG) pointed out the general ways in
which planned charitable giving can be an attrac-
tive option for donors and also highlighted some

of the typical avenues it can take. This article will
focus on some of the specifics of donating appreci-
ated assets, so that you can see how this process
works and decide if it is a viable option for you.

Obviously, the most convenient way for you to
give to KHG is to make a cash donation by simply
writing a check to KHG from your personal check-
ing account. On the other hand, if you are going to
send a cash donation from your money market or
brokerage account, you can also wire these funds
directly to KHG. Should you choose this option,
KHG will be happy to provide you with the appro-
priate account information necessary to wire your
donation.

For making smaller gifts, giving cash in this way
makes the most sense. If you are thinking about
making a larger donation, however, you may want
to consider making a donation from your appreci-
ated assets, such as publicly traded stocks and
mutual funds.

There are several ways to donate appreciated
assets. One way is to sell whatever appreciated
assets you wish to donate and use the proceeds
from your sale to make a donation to your favorite
charity, hopefully, KHG. This approach does give
you a charitable income tax deduction, however,
because you sold the stock yourself, you will incur
a capital gains tax on whatever capital gain you
have realized since you purchased the stock. For
example, if you sold $10,000 worth of stock that
you bought ten years ago for $2,000, you will real-
ize a $8,000 gain. If you are in the 20% capital

gain bracket, you will pay $1,600 in capital gains
tax on your sale, thereby reducing the amount of
cash available to you for donation.

The “preferred approach” is to make an outright
gift of your appreciated security. In this second
scenario, instead of giving a cash donation after
selling your publicly traded stock or mutual funds,
you donate the appreciated asset itself directly to a
charity. If you have the same $10,000 of publicly
traded stock that you purchased ten years ago for
$2,000 and you donate it directly, you avoid paying
the capital gains tax, which you would have
incurred had you sold the stock and donated the
proceeds. This second approach clearly provides
you with the best value for your donation.

An outright gift of appreciated securities does
involve a few more small steps, but this method
will ultimately benefit you in the long run. “Most
importantly, all of these approaches can be accom-
plished very easily and in a timely manner,” says
Keith Grundner, a financial consultant with AXA
Advisors, who has volunteered to “walk” potential
donors through each step of the donation process.
“In most cases,” Grundner continues, “a direct
donation of appreciated assets can be accom-
plished through an electronic transfer.”

It is important to note that the date of your gift, as
well as the cash value of your donation is calculat-
ed on the day your donation is received into KHG’s
account. The tax-deductible value of your gift is the
sum of the high and low prices on the date of your
gift divided by two, multiplied by the number of
shares given. After the transaction is complete, usu-
ally within three business days, KHG will let you
know the tax deductible value of your donation.

If you plan on making a transfer, please contact

In this way,
KHG can anticipate and acknowledge receipt of
your gift promptly, so that you have documentation

for your tax records. Please note that all donations
of securities will be liquidated upon delivery to
KHG and KHG recommends that you consult with
your tax advisor before making a large charitable
donation to KHG or any charitable organization.

No matter how you decide to give — through a cash
donation or through the gift of your appreciated
assets, KHG is very grateful for your gift. “We
have only come as far as we have because of the
generosity of our donors, and we sincerely appreci-
ate all gifts, whether large or small because they
represent a vote of confidence from our support-
ers,” said Kirsten Osland, Board Member and
Fundraising Chair.

On the logistics side, KHG owes many thanks to
Steven Decatur High School in Berlin, MD.
Katelyn Knapp, a 16-year old student at the school
who lost her uncle to a brain tumor, organized a
group of volunteers to pack the tulips. With the
help of Laurie Chetelet, Faculty Advisor of the
high school’s Connections Club, a
community outreach organization,
Knapp recruited fifteen students
who gave up a Saturday to pack
thousands of bulbs into the pack-
ages of ten and twenty-five sold by
the Foundation. “We hope that this
will be the beginning of a long-
term relationship with the school,
and that the students who partici-
pated will help spread the facts
about brain tumors,” Truitt stated.

The Foundation would also like to express its grat-
itude to the Town of Ocean City, Maryland who
helped make this year’s National Planting Day a
great success. On November 4 at 1 p.m., tulips
were planted in honor of Kelly and others affected
by brain tumors in the gardens around Ocean
City’s City Hall. Ocean City Councilwoman
Nancy Howard, who lost her father to a brain
tumor, spoke about the importance of brain tumor
awareness and planted the first bulb. With the help
and guidance of Ocean City Parks Department
supervisors Calvin Ginnavin and Julie Golightly, a
team of volunteers planted about 600 bulbs.
Working with Ocean City Public Relations
Director Donna Abbott, the event received cover-
age in five local newspapers, spreading the word
about the Foundation to Worcester, Wicomico, and
Somerset counties in Maryland and to Sussex
County in Delaware.

While KHG achieved great success this year both
in sales results and in building awareness, perhaps
the biggest success story of this year’s tribute is
the healing it helps bring to those affected by the
disease. Often, those who have lost a loved one to
a brain tumor feel powerless.
